Your assignment includes:

Handing in two copies of the complete unit (one will be kept on file for modeling purposes)

Each copy should include photocopies of all texts used for the unit and fully developed tasks that contain: questions, charts, prompts (for quick writes or visualizations), statements (for anticipatory guides), etc.  If you are asking students to describe a picture, you should include a copy of the picture(s).  If your unit includes a concept review jigsaw, you need to include the five cards for your jigsaw.  Make sure all material required for task implementation is part of your submission.

A description of the context for which the unit has been prepared

A discussion of the process involved in selecting content and topics

A discussion of the criteria including standards- used for the selection of theme, texts

A presentation of designed tasks, indicating which of them mainly "prepare learners", which help them "play with the text", and which engage them in "extending understandings".  You must include minimally 9 tasks per text, although the distribution of tasks around the text is up to you.  Students working alone should have minimally two texts and eighteen tasks, and students working in dyads need to have minimally three texts and twenty seven tasks.

Task presentation should include a brief discussion of objectives, i.e. how the task scaffolds for students' linguistic, conceptual and academic development.

For one task you will assume that this participatory structure is being introduced for the first time, and should include some suggestions as to how to enact it in class.

Specific suggestions for how you may modify your unit in case of an unexpected event.
