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What are the criteria for identification of ELL students?

Parents registering students for school must fill out a yes/no questionnaire regarding their child's language background.  If there is reason to believe that the child has a Primary Home Language Other Than English (PHLOTE), then the parent must complete a home language survey questionnaire which is administered by a trained bilingual staff member.  Other trained staff then review the results to determine if the student qualifies for ELL status as a PHLOTE student. 

What are the criteria for reclassification of ELL students as FEP?

For ELL students to be reclassified as FEP they must meet two of the following standards:

--Achieving a score of 4 or better, Broad Ability, age equivalent, on the Woodcock- 

   Muñoz Language Survey in English

--Meeting Oregon benchmarks for work samples in reading, writing, and speaking in 

   English 

--Achieving 40th percentile or better on a norm-referenced, nationally recognized test, 

   such as the CTBS or NWEA Achievement Levels Test, in reading and language

And one different standard from

--Achieving 40th percentile or better on a norm-referenced, nationally recognized test, 

   such as the NWEA Achievement Levels Test, in total reading, total language, and total

   mathematics

--Achieving 40th percentile or better on Oregon Statewide Assessments in reading, 

   writing, and mathematics

--Meeting Oregon benchmarks for work samples in English

Special performance standards for ELL?

According to the Oregon Department of Education specific guidelines regarding special performance standards for ELL students were to be published by June 1, 2000.
What tests are used?

The Knowledge and Skills Benchmark Tests.

(Note that these tests were previously referred to as the 3rd, 5th, 8th, and 10th grade tests.)  Beginning in 2001, these tests will be referred to as the Benchmark 1, 2, 3 and CIM assessments respectively. By referring to them in this manner, emphasis is placed on their alignment with state content and performance standards.

For the 2001 tests, side-by-side Spanish/English and Russian/English versions of the mathematics level test will be available. The Spanish/English side-by-side test is considered a standard administration, while the Russian/English side-by-side test is considered a modified administration until participation increases to allow analysis of the results.  (Also see "What is the policy on accommodation?")

Federal law, including the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and ensuing case law, and the Improving America’s Schools Act, requires that non-English proficient students be given equal opportunity to participate in and benefit from any program or activity customarily granted to all students.  Therefore all ELL, NEP, ESL and/or bilingual students should be considered eligible to participate in the Oregon Statewide Assessment.   ELL students may take a modified assessment or may be exempt from assessment.  But because ELL students must be offered instruction at their benchmark grade level, they

would not be eligible to challenge a lower benchmark.
What is the policy on accommodation?
Oregon state policy allows accommodations in state assessment for LEP students.
